What is COVID-19?

COVID-19 is caused by the SARS-CoV-2 virus which is
a new virus in humans causing a contagious respiratory
illness. COVID-19 can present with a mild to severe
illness, although some people infected with COVID-19
may have no symptoms at all. Older adults and people
of any age who have underlying medical conditions have
a higher risk of severe iliness from COVID-19. Serious
outcomes of COVID-19 include hospitalization and
death. The SARS-CoV-2 virus can be spread to others
not just while one is sick, but even before a person
shows signs or symptoms of being sick (e.g., fever,

coughing, difficulty breathing, etc.). A full list of
symptoms of COVID-19 can be found at the following
link: https://www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019-
ncov/symptoms-testing/symptoms.html.

How are people tested for COVID-19?

Two kinds of tests are currently available for COVID-

19: diagnostic tests and adaptive immune response tests
(such as antibody tests).

o A diagnostic test tells you if you have a current
infection.

e An adaptive immune response test, such as an
antibody test, tells you if you may have had a
previous infection

This test is an antibody test. It will help assess if you
have antibodies to the virus that causes COVID-19. An
antibody test may not be able to show if you have a
rent infection, because it can take 1-3 weeks after
tion to make antibodies.

What does it mean if | haV Bitive test result?

If you have a positive test result, it is possible that you
have or previously had COVID-19 and that you have
developed an antibody response to the virus. A positive
test result may also occur after receipt of a COVID-19

2 will protect you from getting infected or help
reduce the severity or duration of a future COVID
infection.

Regardless of your test result, you should continue
to follow CDC guidelines to reduce the risk of
infection, including social distancing and wearing
masks.

What does it mean if | have a negative test result?

A negative test result means that antibodies to the virus
that causes COVID-19 were not found in your sample.
However, it is possible for this test to give a negative
result that is incorrect (false negative) in some people
with COVID-19. Additionally, a negative result may occur
if you are tested early in your iliness and your body
hasn’t had time to produce antibodies to infection. This
means that you could possibly still have COVID-19 even
though the test is negative. If this is the case, your
healthcare provider will consider the test result together
with all other aspects of your medical history (such as
symptoms, possible exposures, and geographical

location of places you have recently traveled) in deciding
how to care for you.

The meaning of a negative antibody result for individuals
that have received a COVID-19 vaccine is unknown.

It is important that you work with your healthcare
provider to help you understand the next steps you
should take.

Is this test FDA-approved or cleared?

No. This test is not yet approved or cleared by the
United States FDA. FDA may issue an Emergency Use
Authorization (EUA) when certain criteria are met, which
includes that there are no adequate, approved, available
alternatives. The EUA for this test is supported by the
Secretary of Health and Human Service’s (HHS’s)
declaration that circumstances exist to justify the
emergency use of in vitro diagnostics for the detection
and/or diagnosis of the virus that causes COVID-19.
