The DSI coordinates the agency’s development and maintenance of regulatory program standards (RPS), such as the Manufactured Food
Reqgulatory Program Standards (MFRPS) and Animal Feed Regulatory Program Standards (AFRPS], as well as the Rapid Response Team (RRTs)
and Food Protection Task Forces (FPTF) states. DSI provides technical support and guidance to states that are implementing these programs and
collaborates across ORA and FDA Centers and external alliances and associations to implement a system of continuous improvement and training
for the RPS. DSl also collaborates with ORA’s Office of State Cooperative Programs (0SCP) and FDA Centers and associations to provide technical
support and guidance for cooperative program areas.
