We have reviewed your Section 510(K) premarket notification of intent to market the device referenced

Compliance to IEC 61010 standards was demonstrated by a third-party test
house, Intertek.

Additional bench testing, including functional testing and usability testing, was
also performed on the TrueView 200 Pro-US Specimen Radiography System.
Results of these performance tests, combined with design and comparison
with the predicate device, support substantial equivalence.

SUBSTANTIAL EQUIVALENCE SUMMARY

The TrueView 200 Pro-US has the same indications for use and principles of
operation, similar general configuration and operating parameters to the
predicate device cited. The technical characteristics of the TrueView 200
Pro-US are the same or similar to the predicate device and do not raise any
new questions on the safety and effectiveness of the proposed device.

CONCLUSIONS - as required 807.92(b)(3)

We conclude that the documentation and testing included in this submission
indicates that the TrueView 200 Pro-US is safe and effective and substantially
equivalent to the predicate device cited.
